Regatta Site: The regatta will be sailed on Commodore’s Pond behind 
the Commodore’s Inn, Stowe, Vermont  

 
Rules: This regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the current version 
of The Racing Rules of Sailing, Appendix E of the RRS and the Sailing Instructions 
(“SI’s”). 
  

Eligibility: You must be a member of the AMYA or, in the case of international entries, 
a member of your national sailing authority. All boats entered must be properly 
registered with the class. 
  

Entry: Any eligible owner/skipper, as defined above, may enter the regatta by 
completing the On-line Entry Form available via theAMYA.org, Regatta Page and look 
for the “Register On-line Link” or Stoweyachtclub.com, Regatta Tab.  
 
The number of J Class competitors will be limited to 20.  
Each boat may have multiple Skippers.  
Entries will be accepted in the order the Entry Forms are received. 
 
 
Housing - Transportation: A map with general directions to the regatta site will be 
provided along with a list of area attractions. Each competitor is expected to make 
arrangements for their own housing and transportation for the duration of the event. 
A special regatta rate will apply to a limited number of rooms at the Commodore’s
